This unit introduces children to using 
software tools to group and sort recognisable 
objects. Children will develop their 
understanding of how this relates to 
organising and interpreting data. By the end 
of the unit, children have the opportunity to 
collect simple data and present it in a 
pictogram. 
 
  

Children will develop observational drawing skills 
when exploring mark-making. Children use a range of 
tools, investigating how texture can be created in 
drawings. They apply their skills to a collaborative 
piece using music as a stimulus and investigate artists
